If you
disagree, talk it out with your Chapter s Rider Educator.

The purpose of this quiz is to stimulate discussion between
Riders and their Co-Riders. Good Luck!

Be Careful! Some Questions are Tricky! -Answer each question with either “True or False”
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. The Co-Rider should inform the Rider what s going on while shifting weight and position.
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A leather jacket will protect better than corduroy or denim.

The Co-Rider should take responsibility to help the Rider perform the pre-ride equipment
safety check.

The double-D ring is the most secure fastening for your helmet.

The best way to orient the Co-Rider, about the controls and gauges on your motorcycle, is to
use your GoldWing owner s manual in conjunction with a walk around the motorcycle to
point out devices and locations.

In an emergency tune to Channel 9 on the CB because it is the emergency channel.
Knowing how to read the voltmeter/ammeter, if present, is of no concern to the Co-Rider.
Turning the stop (“Kill”) switch to “off, will immediately stop the cycle s forward progress.
Co-Riders should know how to disengage a throttle lock or electronic cruise control.
Co-Riders should be prepared to put their feet out to help balance the cycle at stop signs and
traffic lights.

Co-Riders should look, rather than lean, in the direction of a turn.

The Co-Rider should unplug from the intercom before dismounting from the Gold Wing.
Its not the Co-Rider s responsibility to inform the Rider of the position of the side stand.
If the Co-Rider senses that the Rider is not well enough to continue to operate the
motorcycle, the demand should be made to stop the bike.

If the Rider slumps, the Co-Rider cannot control the motorcycle to a stop.

In an emergency, with the Rider incapacitated, the Co-Rider should take control of the
handlebars, the clutch and the brakes, if possible.

In an emergency, when the Co-Rider has slowed the motorcycle to a stop, the next concern
is keeping it upright

Once the stricken Rider is off the bike, and stretched out on the ground, the Co-Rider should
ride the cycle in search of help.

The best place to ride children on a Gold Wing is on the Rider s seat in front, where the
Rider can monitor their behavior.

Most Co-Riders don t want to be bothered with motorcycle skills.
