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Co-Rider is a person that places their trust in the operator of the motorcycle upon which he or
she is a passenger.

Co-Rider can and should be an important part of a team in order to have safer and more enjoy-
able motorcycle riding experiences.

Co-Rider is a companion that shares the pleasures and experiences (and the inclement weather
and other discomforts) of riding on a regular basis with the same rider.

Co-Rider is the person that will probably be blamed if the rider drops the motorcycle when the
Co-Rider is getting on (so make sure the rider is ready for you to get on).

If the kick stand is not down and the motorcycle falls over -guess who should have reminded
the rider to put it down (when refueling, etc.)

If the kick stand is left down - who should have checked that it was up before leaving?

Who overloads the bike by over packing? Try to keep the rider from overloading the bike with
his junk too. This goes for the trailer weight also.

Who can be of great help in staying on the right route - why you of course by keeping the map/
directions and advising the rider when to turn (before he or she gets there)

Co-Rider can influence the attitude of the Rider by having a good attitude (it is contagious).

Co-Rider can help keep the Rider from over extending themselves (by riding too -long) and
becoming less alert by watching the clock and getting the Rider to stop for breaks (the restroom
is always a good one - and whether he or she will admit it they will appreciate stretching their
legs and having a soft drink, etc.)

Co-Rider can help set reasonable riding distance goals and take into consideration inclement
weather conditions causing more time to be needed.

Co-Rider may need to take over during a medical emergency involving the Rider and could
save the Rider and themselves by being prepared.

Co-Rider can be an important part of the team by sharing the experiences and learning from
them.

Co-Rider can assist the rider in becoming more safety conscious by setting an example (wearing
proper riding apparel and learning CPR/First Aid and learning about the motorcycle, etc.)
